Applicants who enter the R.O.C. (Taiwan) on a Visitor Visa which qualifies the applicants for
Resident Visa application for the purpose of undertaking studies must apply for a Resident Visa 8
work days before the duration of stay expires. Applicants may apply to the Bureau of Consular
Affairs or any of its Central, Southwestern, Southern, or Eastern Taiwan Offices.

For visa application fees, please refer to “Standard Fees for R.O.C. (Taiwan) Visas in Foreign

Obtaining a Letter of Acceptances from the University does not guarantee the issuance of a
Resident Visa. Obtaining a Resident Visa does not entitle the visa holder to enter the

R.O.C.(Taiwan).
